Township Committee advised residents to take precautions in advance of the
pending winter storm expected to arrive Wednesday evening. In addition, the
Township Committee meeting, previously scheduled for Thursday, February 13,
has been rescheduled for Tuesday, February 18™ at 7:00 PM at the Township
Municipal Building. At this time, it is expected that the Chatham Township
Municipal Building will remain open on Thursday; however, residents are advised
to call the municipal offices at 973-635-4600 to confirm that the building is open.

Mayor Kevin Sullivan, speaking on behalf of the Committee, said, “While
the winter storm names have changed, our message to residents remains the
same — please take all necessary precautions to prepare yourself and your family
in advance of the inclement weather. Please also check on your elderly
neighbors and be prepared to remove any snow from fire hydrants to ensure

easy access by the Fire Department.

“If you should lose power, please remember to call JCP&L at 1-888-544-
4877 immediately so that they are aware of the problem and can work toward
restoring power in an expeditious manner. We also remind residents to register
for Alert Chatham Township Now! (ACT Now!) our Emergency and Community
Alert system to ensure that they receive future safety and emergency information

in a timely manner.”

DOWNED WIRES
Residents should report downed wires to 1-888-544-4877 or to the Police or Fire

Department -- never go near a downed power line, even if you think it is no
longer carrying electricity.

HOME PREPARATION
Residents are encouraged to prepare for the possibility of outages caused by

winter storms:

= Keep a flashlight and extra batteries handy. Use care when burning
candles; open flames are a fire hazard.

= Gather extra blankets or a sleeping bag for each person. Do not use gas
stoves, kerosene heaters or other open-flame heat sources to prevent
deadly carbon monoxide gas from building up in your home.

= If you have a water well and pump, keep an emergency supply of bottled
water and/or fill your bathtub with fresh water.

= Stock an emergency supply of convenience foods that do not require
cooking.

= Keep a battery-powered radio with extra batteries on hand. Tune to a local
station for current storm information.

= Have a hard-wired telephone or a charged cell phone handy in the event
you need to report your electricity is out. Mobile phones can be charged in
your vehicle using a car charger when the power is out. If you have a
smart phone, this will ensure you have access to online information
sources.
