TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES 

OCTOBER 22, 2015 

  

   

Mayor Sullivan called the Regular meeting of the Township Committee of the Township of 

Chatham to order at 7:33 PM. 

 

Adequate Notice of this meeting of the Township Committee was given as required by the Open 

Public Meetings Act as follows: Notice was given to both The Chatham Courier and the Morris 

County Daily Record on January 7, 2015; notice was posted on the bulletin board in the main 

hallway of the Municipal Building on January 7, 2015; and notice was filed with the Township 

Clerk on January 7, 2015.  

 

Roll Call   

 

Answering present to the roll call were Committeeman Kelly, Committeewoman Swartz, 

Committeeman Gallop, Deputy Mayor Ritter and Mayor Sullivan.    

 

Approval of Agenda 

 

The Agenda was approved.  

 

Proclamation – World Pancreatic Cancer Day  

 

Mayor Sullivan read aloud the attached proclamation for World Pancreatic Cancer Day, which 

will be observed on November 13, 2015.   

 

Dennis Salko of the Pancreatic Cancer Action Network was present to receive the proclamation.  

He thanked the Township Committee for their help in raising awareness of pancreatic cancer.  

Mr. Salko said that on November 8, 2015 there will be a 5K and the Mack Cali facility in 

Parsippany to raise funds for the Pancreatic Cancer Action Network.   

 

Oath of Office  

 

Richard Young was sworn in as Director of the Public Works Department.  The Oath of Office 

was administered by Mayor Sullivan.   

 

Reports  

 

Committeewoman Swartz reported that she attended the Autism Speaks Walk on October 17th at 

Giralda Farms.  She also reported that the Board of Health discussed the MRSA virus, and the 

coaching staff in the school district are trained in proper disinfection of equipment.  

Committeewoman Swartz further reported that the Senior Center had a successful document 

shredding fundraiser.  The Senior Center offered their thanks to the Department of Public Works 

for their assistance.   

 

Committeeman Kelly reported that the Open Space Committee recently met to delineate a 

proposed walking trail on the Township owned portion of the Averett Property.  If the Township 

Committee approves of the proposed trail, then the Public Works Department will be asked to 

help prepare the site.   

 

Committeeman Gallop reported that the wrestling program has submitted paperwork to receive 

club sport status.  He also asked about a request for foul ball netting at Shunpike Field.  

Administrator Ciccarone said that a request has been made for additional protection at one of the 

fields, as there have been instances of home run balls being hit in the area where there is a 

monument, benches and a walkway.  Committeeman Gallop also said that there is a request that 

Administrator Ciccarone and Borough Administrator Bob Falzarano meet to discuss having 

fields be available in the spring.  Administrator Ciccarone said that there are already discussions 

about having field lines for spring sports be put down before the winter, so that fields will be 

available for use by spring sports as soon as weather conditions permit.   
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Deputy Mayor Ritter reported that there will be a trunk-or-treat event at Chatham High School 

on October 24th.   

 

Mayor Sullivan reported that the Chatham Township Historical Society celebrated the 40th 

Anniversary of their founding.   

 

Engineer Ruschke reported that a construction schedule has been submitted for the Wickham 

Woods Drainage Project, and the contractor anticipates beginning work on November 2nd.  Road 

repaving will be conducted in the spring.   

 

Administrator Ciccarone reported on the litigation in the case Fechtner v. Township of Chatham.  

He read aloud a statement prepared by Attorney Carl Woodward, who had been retained as 

special counsel for that case.  Assignment Judge Minkowitz heard argument, and ruled that 

Ordinance 2014-08 is valid, and Attorney Woodward’s statement cited the reasons given by 

Judge Minkowitz for his ruling.   

 

Hearing of Citizens  

 

Mayor Sullivan opened the Hearing of Citizens.   

 

1. David Workman, 19 Susan Drive, lives next door to 23 Susan Drive.  Mr. Workman said 

that the new house at 23 Susan Drive blocks light and air from his house, and he said that 

he did not receive notification that the house was going to be built as it was.  Mr. 

Workman also said that he spoke with several Township officials who have said that the 

house would not have been approved had they know it would be built.  He also said that 

his property should have been better protected against the development on the adjacent 

lot.  Administrator Ciccarone said that the Board of Adjustment was constrained by some 

prior approvals, and the house was built in accordance with approvals that were granted.  

Attorney Cruz commented on the Board of Adjustment process.  Mr. Workman also said 

that he did not receive notice that the applicant was appearing before the Board of 

Adjustment.  Administrator Ciccarone said that the applicant provided evidence that they 

sent the appropriate certified mailings, and there is not a requirement for proof of 

delivery.  Mr. Workman addressed water runoff from the adjacent property.  Engineer 

Ruschke indicated that the adjacent property has a temporary certificate of occupancy, 

and there are some punch-list items to be finalized, including some lot grading.  

Administrator Ciccarone suggested that if Mr. Workman feels he has a civil case against 

his neighbor, then he should contact an attorney.  Attorney Cruz noted that the Township 

Committee is unable to do anything about the approvals for the property in question.   

 

2. John Nelson, 15 Susan Drive, said that the approved plans for 23 Susan Drive show that 

the front of the garage should be set ten feet below the street grade, and right now it is 

even with street grade.  He also said that he did not receive notice about the application.     

 

Deputy Mayor Ritter asked if the Township could impose additional requirements for 

notification of land use applications.  Attorney Cruz said that the notification requirements are 

set by the State, and courts have struck down attempts by municipalities to create additional 

notification requirements.  Deputy Mayor Ritter also asked if there is a sunset clause on a 

variance.  Attorney Cruz said that variances typically remain with the property.  Mr. Workman 

said that if the garage on the new house were on the opposite side, then the retaining wall 

adjacent to his property would not have been necessary.  He also opined that the Township 

should require additional notification of applications.   

 

Seeing no further comment, Mayor Sullivan closed the Hearing of Citizens.

Deputy Mayor Ritter asked about the budget amendments for the Municipal Alliance grants, and 

if it is money received from the County.  Administrator Ciccarone said that the money comes 

from the County to local MACC groups, and the funding is administered by the Township.  He 

also commented on the MACC budgeting process.  Committeewoman Swartz asked Engineer 

Ruschke to comment on the grant application for Woodland Road Improvement Project.  

Engineer Ruschke said that the proposed grant would be used to extend an existing walkway, 

fronting St. Hubert’s.  He also said that he has contacted St. Hubert’s, and they have not objected 

to the proposed project.   

 

Committeewoman Swartz moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  Committeeman Kelly 

seconded the motion.   

 

Roll call: Committeeman Gallop, Aye; Committeeman Kelly, Aye; Committeewoman Swartz, 

Aye; Deputy Mayor Ritter, Aye; Mayor Sullivan, Aye. 

 

Discussion  

 

Follow Up on Safe Routes to School Grant  

 

Mayor Sullivan opened the floor for the public to address the topic.   

 

1. Fran Drew, 32 Inwood Road, spoke against installing a sidewalk in the east side of 

Lafayette Ave.  She said that it is a safe road, and that speeding is more of an issue than a 
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lack of a sidewalk.  Mrs. Drew also challenged the classification of Lafayette Ave as a 

collector road.  She also noted that over a ten year period, there were not any injures to 

pedestrians on Lafayette Ave.  Mrs. Drew further suggested that signs be posted to 

remind people to slow down.  She also thanked the Township for recently installing 

additional sidewalks on Lafayette Ave.   

 

2. Jack Drew, 32 Inwood Road, said that it would be terrible to remove several mature trees 

for the installation of a sidewalk.  He said that the trees should be considered a valuable 

resource, and the decision to install the sidewalk should not be taken lightly.   

 

3. Amanda Feeman, 232 Shunpike Road, said that she views Chatham differently now that 

she lives in a house that does not have a sidewalk.  She also said that overall traffic flow 

on Lafayette Ave should be considered, and the location was selected because it serves 

access to three schools.  Mrs. Feeman also noted that the plans developed by Engineer 

Ruschke seek to save as many trees as possible, and it is time to make a decision on the 

matter.   

 

Seeing no further comment, Mayor Sullivan closed the public comment section.   

 

Engineer Ruschke said that major collector roads are defined as having a daily traffic count of 

3500 to 7500 cars, and Lafayette Ave does qualify as a major collector.  The requirements apply 

to new construction standards, and there will not be a penalty to the Township for not retro-

fitting the road.  Deputy Mayor Ritter asked how much leeway the Township has with saving 

and/or replacing trees as part of this project.  Engineer Ruschke said that failing to remove a tree 

can lead to sidewalks heaving due to damage from tree roots.  However, attempts are made to 

save as many trees as possible.  Engineer Ruschke also noted that sidewalks need to be 

constructed in accordance with NJDOT standards, which include ADA standards.  Mayor 

Sullivan said that he received an email from Township resident Anthony Marone regarding the 

proposed sidewalk on Spring Street.  Mayor Sullivan said that Mr. Marone’s email indicates that 

he is generally not in favor of the sidewalk, but he understands that the construction of the 

sidewalk may be deemed necessary.  Mayor Sullivan added that Spring Street is not a heavily 

trafficked street, nor is it a Safe Routes to School route.  Deputy Mayor Ritter asked Engineer 

Ruschke to comment on possibly narrowing Spring Street with the sidewalk construction on the 

south side.  Engineer Ruschke said that it could be done to save trees, and the reduction in the 

availability of parking would change the character of the road.  Mayor Sullivan said that 

residents on Spring Street have indicated that they want to preserve the character of the road.  

Committeeman Gallop commented on the bike path that was built to connect Spring Street with 

Southern Boulevard, and how it became a route to Southern Boulevard School.  He also said that 

the Spring Street sidewalk would create further access from the Lafayette Ave Corridor to 

Southern Boulevard School, and having the sidewalk on the north side would make the most 

sense as it would have the least impact on the Spring Street residents.  Deputy Mayor Ritter said 

that a sidewalk on the south side of Spring Street would more directly feed into the bike path.  

Mayor Sullivan noted that the children walking to Southern Boulevard School are typically with 

parents.  Committeeman Kelly commented on the social aspects of the pickup and drop off area 

for Southern Boulevard School, and the sidewalk is just a part of a larger solution for this area.  

Administrator Ciccarone said that the scope of the grant is only for the sidewalk, and the main 

question that needs to be answered is on which side of Spring Street the sidewalk should be built.  

Deputy Mayor Ritter asked about snow removal on the sidewalk.  Administrator Ciccarone said 

that the Township does not have an ordinance to require homeowners to remove snow and ice 

from sidewalks, and the Township would not be removing snow from the portion on the 

sidewalk by Colony Pool.  Committeeman Kelly opined that the sidewalk should be on the north 

side of Spring Street, as it would have less of an impact on Spring Street residents.  He also said 

that the presence of the sidewalk may encourage more people to use this route to walk to 

Southern Boulevard School.  Administrator Ciccarone asked what needs to be done to modify 

the grant to have the sidewalk on the north side.  The Township Committee authorized Engineer 

Ruschke to contact NJDOT to seek permission to do the sidewalk on the north side rather than 

the south side.  Administrator Ciccarone also noted that the projected timeline has sidewalks 

being constructed in 2017, and he advised that in the meantime the Township should consider the 

various suggestions presented in the discussions on the sidewalks, such as lowering the speed 

limit on Lafayette Ave and installing signage to identify crosswalks and advise  drivers that they 

are entering a school zone.  Speed enforcement can also be increased.  Deputy Mayor Ritter said 

that there are valuable reasons to install the sidewalks both on Spring Street and Lafayette Ave,

and the Township should do whatever is possible to mitigate concerns over tree removal and 

aesthetics.  Committeeman Gallop spoke in favor of the project, and said that in his years on the 

Township Committee he has never had a resident complain about a capital project after it has 

been completed.  He also asked Engineer Ruschke if the proposed sidewalk would be good for 

the community.  Engineer Ruschke said that the sidewalk placement would be consistent with 

planning documents generated by the Planning Board.  He also noted that the Safe Routes to 

School program is very competitive.  Administrator Ciccarone noted that a resident could 

voluntarily install a sidewalk on their property with proper permits.  Committeeman Gallop said 

that the grant allows the Township to take action to promote public safety with a minimal cost to 

Township taxpayers.  Committeeman Kelly said that as the Township moves forward with the 

sidewalk project, the concerns of the opponents of the project should be addressed as best 

possible.  He also spoke in favor of the project.  Committeewoman Swartz said that the 

Township should give more attention to the application process with future grants, as many 

residents were taken by surprise about this grant.  Mayor Sullivan said that the concerns of those 

who oppose the sidewalk have been considered.  However, the Township Committee is 

instructing Engineer Ruschke to move forward with the project.  Engineer Ruschke said that the 

next step is to come up with an interview questionnaire for the engineer who will do the design 

work for the project.  He also plans to reach out to the homeowners directly affected by the 

project so they know the project is underway, and he will solicit their feedback on the specific 

impacts.
